5. Pictures/Drawings:
Student will include throughout the portfolio at least five pictures 




or drawings related to events within the decade. They must have 




captions. The cover page does not count towards this grade.

6. Survey:
Student must create a survey about an important event within the decade chosen. 


The student must ask one school staff member and one adult outside of school to 


complete the survey.  It must be typed and include their personal thoughts and 


feelings about the event and have at least six relevant questions. Survey must not 


be the same topic chosen for the research paper.
